Test File

The test file is a collection of past exams, and it includes most science and animal-related courses at CSU.
This is a great resource to take advantage of when you are studying for that all-important first exam. Just come by
the Pre-Vet office during any officer’s office hours.

Don't forget - you can donate to the test file and earn points! Earn .5 points per class (up to 3 points).
In order to earn points, you must include the syllabus, ALL quizzes, ALL tests, and the correct answers for each
class.

Snake Bites

Symptoms: Often the owner withesses the snake bite and no diagnosis is necessary.
Specific symptoms vary depending on the type of snake. In the case of pit vipers
(including rattlesnakes), severe local tissue damage spreads from the bite site.
Tissue becomes discolored, and swelling is likely. In elapine snake bites, swelling is
minimal and systemic neurological signs predominate.

Treatment: Treatment should be started immediately. Antivenin may be used to treat
animals bitten by elapine snakes, and supportive care, including anticonvulsants, is
often necessary. Animals bitten by North American pit vipers are usually treated with
a polyvalent antivenin. Broad spectrum antibiotics are given to prevent infection at
the bite site, and other supportive treatment (including blood transfusion) is provided
as needed.
