Daybreak Criations Alpaca Farm: Up Close and Personal With Alpacas 

 Monday, April 27, dawned cold and snowy, but it turned into a great 

day to warm your hands by hugging an alpaca.  Thatõs exactly what we did on 

our trip to Daybreak Criations Alpaca Farm.  Our tour guide, Denise Haines, 

introduced us to the alpacas at her farm and shared some of her knowledge 

about these fascinating and incredibly cute creatures. 

 Our tour began with a walk through the barn.  Denise explained that 

the alpacas at Daybreak Criations are housed according to their nutritional 

needs, which vary with age, gender, and reproductive status, among other things.  

Alpacas are generally kept for their fleece, and there are two main breeds with 

different fleece-types.  The Huacayas have a wavy fleece that results in a òfluffyó 

appearance, while Suris have no crimp in their fleeces, allowing the fibers to 

cling to themselves, resulting in a more long-haired look.  Alpacas come in a variety of colors and sizes. 

Denise went on to explain more about alpacas and their care, including the daily activities of the alpacas at the farm, 

as well as answering several questions from the group.  Then she brought out an alpaca to demonstrate some of the things 

that she had been talking about.  She explained how an alpaca is scored, then opened its mouth and lifted its feet to demon-

strate the specifics of alpaca care.  At this point we had the opportunity to pet or hug the alpaca, at the same time warming 

our hands in its extensive coat. 

As a final treat, we got to meet one of the guard dogs who keep the alpacas safe from the bears and mountain lions 

that are sometimes seen in the nearby hills.  These dogs have the very important job of barking to scare off the predators and 

alert the owners of impending danger to the alpacas, but this one took time out to greet us with kisses and a very enthusiastic 

tail wave.

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Cheesie Bacon Dog Biscuits  

¶ 3/4 cup whole wheat flour 

¶ 1/2 tsp. baking soda 

¶ 1/2 tsp. salt 

¶ 1 stick margarine, softened 

¶ 2/3 cup brown sugar 

¶ 1 egg, slightly beaten 

¶ 1 1/2 tsp. vanilla 

¶ 1 1/2 cups regular oats,  

¶ uncooked 

¶ 1 cup (4 oz.) shredded cheddar 

cheese 

¶ 2/3 cup wheat germ 

¶ 1/2 lb. bacon, cooked crisp, 

drained, and crumbled 

Combine flour, soda and salt; mix well 

and set aside. Cream butter and sugar; 

beat in egg and vanilla. Add flour mix-

ture, mixing well. Stir in remaining ingre-

dients. Drop dough by rounded tea-

spoons onto ungreased baking sheets. 

Bake at 350 for 16 minutes. Cool on 

baking sheet for a minute or so before  

removing to cooling rack.  

 

Apple Crunch Pupcakes 

¶ 2 3/4 cups water 

¶ 1/4 cup applesauce,  

        unsweetened 

¶ 1/4 teaspoon vanilla 

¶ 4 cups whole wheat flour 

¶ 1 cup dried apple chips - you can 

also use fresh fruit 

¶ 1 tablespoon baking powder 

¶ 1 egg, beaten slightly 

¶ 4 tablespoons honey 

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Spray muf-

fin tin with cooling spray. Mix all wet 

ingredients thoroughly. Combine dry 

ingredients in separate bowl. Add wet to 

dry slowly , scraping well to make sure 

no dry mixture is left. Pour into muffin 

tins. Bake for 1 1/4 hours or until a 

toothpick inserted into center comes out 

dry. Sotre in a sealed container. Makes 

around 12-14 pupcakes.
