Upon much pondering, 

she realized, òEureka, I can do both!ó 

and applied to Veterinary School.  She 

enjoyed Veterinary School tremen-

dously and immediately went into pri-

vate practice for two years.  Dr. Nol 

also interned at the National Wildlife 

Health Center in Madison, WI and 

Wildlife Health Center in Madison, WI 

and during a subsequent quest into a 

Masters program, participated in a peli-

can project concerning epidemiology.
